Catholic Education Tasmania (CET) is a community of 38 schools and colleges serving over
17000 students and their families across Tasmania supported by the Tasmanian Catholic
Education Office (TCEO).

The Archdiocese of Hobart covers the State of Tasmania. The Archbishop of Hobart authorises
the existence of all Catholic Education institutes in Tasmania.

Under the governance of the Catholic Education Commission of Tasmania (CECT), the TCEO
is responsible for the oversight, funding and coordination of 38 Archdiocesan schools and three
TCEO offices.

The Archbishop delegates responsibility to other key bodies including the Catholic Education
Commission Tasmania, the CET Executive Director, School Boards and other groups that support
Catholic schools.

Employees are to be familiar with, have an understanding of and uphold the implementation of the
Archbishop's Charter for Catholic Schools.

The TCEO, established in 1967, is the central administrative and co-ordinating body for the multi-
faceted and diverse mission of Catholic education in Tasmania. One of its prime functions, under
the CET Executive Director, is to co-ordinate the provision of Catholic education at all levels and to
communicate and negotiate with appropriate authorities on behalf of all Catholic schools in Tasmania.
